As of the end of the third quarter of 2007, we have outperformed
the major indexes with the exception of the NASDAQ 100. Even
better, this was accomplished with a measured volatility factor
that was less than holding a government bond fund. The
application of the EAB portfolio theory is really working. Our
money has been exposed to the market and its volatility for 43 of
the 273 days so far this year! “The more your money is out of
the market and sitting in cash, the less your risk of loosing it!”
The EAB for the year to date (YTD) ended up being 0.196 (less
than in the first and second quarter) or about 80% less volatile
than owning the S&P 500 Index for the same period. Our “EAB”
methodology for trading is continuing to show great results as
hoped which include great returns with very little volatility.
