portfolio is 50% long in Precious Metals and 50% short the S&P 500
Index. After some of the worst economic news since the depression,
today the S&P 500 Index rose just over 5%.

Some of this terrible news includes the biggest market fraud of all
time. A money manager (Mr. Madoff) defrauded over 50 billion
dollars from his clients. Other news includes the Federal Reserve
printing over 1 trillion dollars since the end of September and backed
up over 5 trillion in mortgages. | am at a loss to understand why
Americans are not concerned at what is going on.

| will do a lot of reflecting while we are on our trip and contact all of
you about what the future will hold upon my return. After losing more
than the S&P 500 has this year, | am not sure if | should continue to
manage the portfolio. When | return, | plan to call all of you to see
what your thoughts are in regards to your remaining assets and if you
want me to continue managing them.

My peers have told me that it is not a big deal that the TIA Portfolio
has lost money, because everyone has lost a lot this year. They also
say that with all the money the government is throwing at the
economy that the market will gain the losses back. | think that it is
possible the investment markets could rebound quite a bit over the
next couple of years, but after that, | am very fearful of how
Americans are going to pay for all of this debt. | do not think that we
have seen the worst of the negative news on the housing markets
either.

| am sorry for delivering such bad news just before the holidays, but it
Is my responsibility to do so.
