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Fourth Quarter 2008 Newsletter and 
Performance Report


 
 
Dear Clients of Trusskey Investment Advisors 
(TIA),
 
Commentary: Looking back, never in the history of the world and 
U.S. financial markets has there been such a tumultuous quarter.  
The fourth quarter of 2008 was disastrous for not only financial 
markets, but for our TIA Managed Portfolio Group 0011.  After 
limiting the portfolio losses in October to only a few of percent, the 
markets had dropped almost 32% before the presidential elections.  
The markets started to move back up and this triggered a buy 
signal.  Then the entire market dynamics changed.  
 
Instead of having a historical rally after such a sell off in the market, 
unknown heavy and pressured selling almost cut the markets in half 
with another 20% drop in only a few days to a yearly decline of 
about 48%.  Then when the bad news (i.e. massive redemptions by 
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the hedge funds, the failure of the “bailout” and the largest 
investment fraud in history to name a few) started to surface in late 
November and early December, the markets should have continued 
to sell off.  
 
Instead, the market rallied because of the so-called “hope” that 
President Elect Obama injected into the news by naming his cabinet 
earlier than any other president-elect and congress saying they 
were willing to do whatever it took (spending tax dollars) to stem the 
credit crisis.  And remember, everything that had been done up to 
that point by congress and the Federal Reserve Bank, had done 
nothing to stem the real credit and mortgage crisis.  This “hope” of 
better times to come may take years, but the markets still rallied.  
 
Currently, government and economic figures still do not show the 
mortgage crisis beginning to ease.  70% of the U.S. economy is 
consumer spending and preliminary numbers show that Americans 
are really tightening their belts, even with the huge drop in fuel 
prices over the last 6 months.  The preliminary December economic 
numbers due out in January, appear to say that things are getting 
worse.  
 
Finally, to top everything else off and I believe the reason why my 
limited trading in the portfolio during this time lost so much equity, 
the market percent gains or losses were as high as 12% on a daily 
basis.  The trades I placed during the last two months of the year, 
only had the portfolio exposed to the markets 32 of 61 days.  Suffice 
it to say; combined with personal tragedy and the largest quarterly 
loss in my portfolio’s history, I am really glad this quarter is over.  I 
guess this is enough of trying to make myself feel better about 
loosing almost half of yours and my personal investment assets, so 
I’ll move on.  
 
Looking forward, the world will never be the same; we are seeing 
the end of an era.  As far as the markets are concerned, I think this 
is also true.  I believe that for at least the first and second quarter of 
2009 we will continue to see the volatility and the large daily 
swings.  This is why I have added two new portfolios.  Please visit

It will give you an understanding of what and why I 
have added two new Groups (Group 0009 and 0010).  
 
I think I now understand what the great investment market visionary 
Sir John Templeton meant when he said, before his death, that the 
average market gains for the next 10 to 15 years would be in the 
range of 6 to 8%.  Several market guru’s and pundits are now 
saying that the only way to make 10% or better per year over the 
next few years, is to be able to time or trade the market swings 
each year.  What this means is that the market may only end the 
year say 7% higher, but during the year, there will be several 
opportunities to go long and short the market, thereby making 10% 
or greater.  I think they are right and I am going to trade the TIA 
Managed Portfolio Group 0011 with this in mind.  
 
Please note that only a small percentage of my clients have 
asked me to move them to Group 0010 (which stays in the 
Rydex Government Money Market Fund).  If at any time you 
want to move out of the TIA Managed Portfolio Group 0011 into 
one of the other two, just send me an email with those 
instructions.  Those of you who have not requested to move 
out of the TIA Managed Portfolio Group 0011, I will begin 
trading it again after the New Year.
 
I just noticed that the S&P 500 Index has gained about 4% in the 
last few days of the year, which make my portfolio performance 
numbers for the year look even worse!
 
In 2008, the TIA Managed Portfolio Group 0011 had a net loss 
of -46.67% for the year and the S&P 500 Index has a loss of -
37.00%.  The TIA managed portfolio has remained in money 
market funds for 233 of 365 days during this year.
